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Expanding  Foundations of Education (EDN 302) to include a comparison of the U.S. (North Carolina) and the Japanese public education systems is the focus of this project.  Course assignments and activities will be developed to assist students in comparing the U.S. and Japanese public school systems in the four major course areas.  These include the purpose of public education, funding concerns, organizational structure, and accountability of public education in today’s society.   Students will gain insight into alternative ways of thinking about public education in the U.S. and North Carolina and develop an appreciation for and an understanding of the Japanese public system.
