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The material from this Fellowship opportunity will impact a course I teach, and a course I will be teaching:

1. HUM 324: The Modern World

This interdisciplinary course covers the time from the Scientific Revolution (Galileo, Francis Bacon) until the end of World War II. We cover history, politics, government, philosophy, society, and the arts. We discuss various “Revolutions”, including the Scientific Revolution, American Revolution, French Revolution, and the Industrial Revolution. And, we discuss the Enlightenment, Romanticism, and Modernism.

I will add to this course material about 20th century Japan.

2. LS 479: Citizenship and Globalization

This is a new senior capstone course in our general education program, first taught in 2006-2007. I will be teaching it starting in the Fall, 2008 semester. The course includes material the faculty wants our graduating seniors to know!

The course has units on Philosophy (and Ethics), Economics, Environmental Science, and International Relations.

The Philosophy unit covers about equally Western Philosophy and Eastern Philosophy.

The Eastern portion concerns Hinduism, Buddhism, and Confucianism.

Our teacher Michiko Yusa taught us about the Japanese Philosopher Nishida Kitaro

(1870-1945). I plan on adding his philosophy to the LS 479 course.
