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I intend to develop a new political science course at the University of Montevallo called Asian Politics.  It will supplement existing comparative politics courses on Africa and the Middle East, and will potentially support the establishment of an Asian Studies minor and be integrated with a study abroad program.  I expect to pilot the course in spring semester 2009, and offer it at least once every two years.  I will also use material from the seminar in my World Politics course, which I teach annually
I anticipate that roughly three weeks of the Asian Politics course will be devoted specifically to Japan.  It will also include major sections on China (including Taiwan and Tibet – 5 weeks), Southeast Asia (3 weeks), Korea (2 weeks), and India (1 week).  The current project is a preliminary outline of the lectures on Japan.  I will develop the lectures from Andrew Gordon’s A Modern History of Japan, John Dower’s Embracing Defeat, The Japan Book that we received at the seminar, seminar notes, and additional research.
