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Our view of the world has changed dramatically from the traditional micro view that it once was, to that of a contemporary macro view. Countries are now linked politically, socially, culturally, economically, and financially and the linkage is constantly growing. Our challenge is to prepare our students to be knowledgeable, compassionate citizens and effective leaders within a rapidly transforming global society. This requires an understanding of one's own culture while transcending the boundaries of one’s own
country where instruction occurs. The purpose of this project is to provide resources and activities in support of instruction that can help carry learning in the direction of world 
understanding, particularly of Japanese dance and culture. 
The project is to develop and integrate a four-week unit on Japanese dance and culture into two existing courses: International Dance/Study Tour. The Project encompasses the following outcomes.

1.
Students will demonstrate beginning level knowledge and understanding of Japanese dance and culture.

2.
Students will understand the significance of dance in Japanese culture.

3.
Students will learn and perform traditional and contemporary Japanese dances.

Student will demonstrate knowledge of Japanese culture and dance skills through successful completion of the following assessments.
1. Demonstrate knowledge of the role of dance in Japanese cultural contexts.

2. Demonstrate the ability to perform choreographic studies and choreography phrases using the Japanese dance form.

3. Keep a reflection journal. 

4. Write a reflection paper summarizing and reflecting on your perceptions of the Japanese experience.
