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There are many areas where I can apply what I have learned from the program to my courses. Materials regarding culture, history, politics, business practices, etc., can be incorporated when introducing the Japanese economy. The program also introduced the close historical and cultural ties between East Asian countries; thus these contents are also applicable when discussing the regional economy of East Asia. One specific example is economic cooperation in East Asia. The long history of extensive trade and similarity in culture can be included as factors contributing to the lower transaction cost in comparison with trading with other regions. A classroom discussion can be held on the current slow progress in economic cooperation. Relevant information from the online journals and many other useful web portals introduced by the program can be directed to students as supplemental readings. Data sources about the Japanese economy were also introduced in the program, which can be used by students for research purposes.
